[bookmark: _GoBack]Guidelines for Parents when providing medications to Dennison Elementary:

1. All Medications to be administered at school by Dennison staff MUST be accompanied by a completed Medication Agreement/Healthcare Provider Signed Order for Medication form.
2. Medications MUST be in original packaging (medications in Ziploc bags are not accepted/administered)
3. Medications MUST be current. No expired medications can be accepted/administered. Packaging must indicate expiration date.
4. Medication dose MUST match Order for Medication. (If physician orders 160 mg of Tylenol, 500 mg tablets will not be accepted/administered.
5. Medication tablets cannot be split at school. (If physician orders 240 mg Tylenol chewables - 1 ½ tablets, parents MUST split some of the tablets and send them to school. These split tablets can be in a Ziploc bag inserted into the original Tylenol box.
6. Medication product type MUST match Order for Medication (If physician orders liquid Tylenol, parent must provide liquid Tylenol. We cannot accept Tylenol tablets or chewables)
7. Generic and Store brands are accepted. (If physician orders Tylenol, acetaminophen is accepted.
